Update Fixtures
     Replace incandescent 
     light bulbs with 
     compact fluorescent 
     light (CFL) bulbs

Update Appliances
     Replace pre-1993
     refrigerator with an
     ENERGY STAR model

     

Cut heating & cooling 
energy 15%—save 
900 gals. of water 

Cut power bills up to 
24%—save 2,880 
gallons of water

Save $70 in total 
energy—save 450 
gallons of water per 
bulb over life of bulb

Save $200 in energy costs—
save 3,000 gallons of water

OUTDOOR WATER SAVINGS

Plant Smart
     Use native, 
     drought-tolerant
     landscaping

Water Smart
     Water in the evening 
     or early morning 
     hours instead of the 
     middle of the day

     Use drip irrigation or 
     micro sprays instead 
     of sprinklers

     Use rainbarrels and 
     cisterns to capture 
     rain and rooftop
     runoff for reuse

     

Cut outdoor water 
use 90% 

Cut total water use 
by 10%

Cut outdoor water 
use 75%

Cut outdoor water 
use 100%
